Kostak S.Ya. Legal mechanisms for restricting human rights in the context of the COVID-19
pandemic: the balance between individual freedoms and collective security.

The article is devoted to the study of the legal mechanisms for restricting fundamental human rights
and freedoms in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic and determining the limits of the legality
of anti-epidemic measures in the context of international human rights law. The author analyzes the
complex interdependence between the right to life and health of the population and the need to preserve
fundamental civil and political rights in crisis conditions. The study reveals the dual nature of the
impact of the pandemic on the human rights system: on the one hand, COVID-19 posed a direct threat
to the right to life and health, on the other hand, effective anti-epidemic measures led to significant
restrictions on a wide range of personal rights of citizens, including freedom of movement, assembly,
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religion, the right to work and education. The article analyzes in detail the two main legal instruments
available to states to respond to the pandemic: ordinary restrictions on human rights and the suspension
of international obligations in emergency situations. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the
conditions for the application of these mechanisms in accordance with the provisions of the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and the European Convention on Human Rights, including the
principles of legality, necessity, proportionality and non-discrimination. The author emphasizes the
importance of understanding that the suspension of obligations should be used only as a last resort,
when ordinary restrictions prove insufficient to overcome the crisis. The study highlights the practice
of the UN Human Rights Committee and the European Court of Human Rights on the application of
restrictions and derogations from international obligations. Particular attention is paid to the issue of
potential abuse of emergency powers under the guise of combating the pandemic and the need to ensure
transparency, accountability and temporary nature of emergency measures. The findings of the study
highlight the need to develop clearer international standards and mechanisms for monitoring the use
of emergency powers by states in global crises to ensure the optimal balance between the effectiveness
of anti-epidemic measures and the preservation of the fundamental principles of a democratic society.
