The article is devoted to a comprehensive international legal analysis of the gender dimension of the
realization of the human right to a clean, healthy, and sustainable environment in the context of climate
change. It examines the transformation of States’ climate obligations into the human rights domain in
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light of the principles of non-discrimination and substantive equality, as affirmed by universal human
rights standards, as well as by the advisory opinion of the International Court of Justice concerning States’
obligations in respect of climate change and the practice of judicial and quasi-judicial bodies within the
international human rights protection system. The study elucidates the interaction between international
environmental law, international human rights law, and mechanisms for the protection of environmental
rights, including the jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights and the Court of Justice
of the European Union. It substantiates that formally gender-neutral climate measures may produce
differentiated effects on access to environmental goods, participation in decision-making processes, and
the availability of effective judicial protection, thereby necessitating the systematic incorporation of a
gender perspective in assessing States’ compliance with their positive obligations in the field of climate
change, as well as consideration of intersectional discrimination, socio-economic vulnerability, and
the disproportionate impact of climate risks on women, children, and marginalized populations. The
research identifies the fragmented institutional interaction between the climate and human rights regimes
and the absence of clearly defined gender-responsive due diligence standards in State climate policy.
Furthermore, it formulates a system of legally relevant criteria for assessing the gender dimension of
climate decision-making, encompassing substantive equality, procedural participation, access to justice,
effectiveness of remedies, and compliance of climate policy with international due diligence standards.
It is demonstrated that the consistent integration of a gender-sensitive approach into the interpretation
and application of international climate obligations contributes to the fuller realization of the right to a
safe environment, enhances the institutional coherence of legal regimes, and reinforces the universality
of the contemporary international legal order.
