Telichko O.A., Rekun V.A. The doctrine of the rule of law through the prince of the modern
case law of the European Court of Human Rights.

The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the doctrine of the rule of law in the case law of the
European Court of Human Rights in the period 2020-2025. The methodological basis of the study is the
doctrine of the «living instrument», according to which the normative content of the 1950 Convention
for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms is gradually expanded through the search
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for a «European consensus». It is proven that the rule of law in the practice of the Court encompasses
both institutional and procedural and material dimensions - from guarantees of judicial independence to
positive obligations of states in the climate and military spheres.

Based on the analysis of key decisions of the Grand Chamber, five systemic trends were identified.
First, the three-component test from the case of Gudmundur Andri Astradsson v. Iceland (2020) became
a universal tool for verifying the legality of the formation of judicial bodies and was consistently applied
in the «Polish block» of cases (Xero Flor, Reczkowicz, Advance Pharma, Grzeda). Second, the cases
of Selahattin Demirtag v. Turkey (Ne 2) and Kavala v. Turkey confirmed that Article 18 of the ECHR
is an independent instrument for controlling abuse of power, and the binding nature of the ECtHR
judgments constitutes an integral dimension of the rule of law. Thirdly, the decisions in the cases of NIT
S.R.L. v. the Republic of Moldova and Vegotex International S.A. v. Belgium specified the requirements
for the quality and predictability of law and the criteria for the admissibility of retroactive legislative
regulation. Fourthly, the decision in the case of Verein KlimaSeniorinnen Schweiz v. Switzerland (2024)
extended the positive obligations of states to the climate sphere. Fifthly, the decision in the case of
Ukraine and the Netherlands v. Russia (2025) confirmed the continued applicability of the Convention
in situations of armed conflict and established the inability of an aggressor state to invoke to the norms
of international humanitarian law to avoid responsibility under the Convention.

It is concluded that the ECtHR is not only a human rights tribunal, but also an institutional guarantor
of the constitutional order in Europe, and its case law forms the living normative content of the principle
of the rule of law for all States Parties to the Convention.
